How to Care for Kids Around the World

Have you ever heard of world vision? Well it starts out like this. There is a man named Jean De Dieu from Mali in Africa and he is a world 

vision worker.  People like him have organized work in villages in world vision society. When he came to Canada which was his first time 

his first impression was there were so many cars because back in Mali there are not so many. Another impression he had was there was lots 

of snow and he loved to have snowball fights. When he was back in Mali the geography was sandy and a lot of flat land. He said it has went 

up to forty three degrees Celsius in the summer and in the winter it went down to sixteen degrees Celsius. The shelter people use around his 

neighborhood are mud houses. For walls they would use rice grass or mullet sticks. Lots of the circular mud houses are made on cliffs. 

Wouldn’t it be difficult to reach your house on a cliff? One way to keep the animals at a good temperature would be in Barns made of mud, 

mullet sticks and rice grass. There can be many languages. In each neighborhood they would speak a different language. A language he 

spoke was called Bamakta. Dog in his language was said like this ―wou-lou‖ and house was said like ―so‖.  Now lets get onto what they 

sponsor. They would sponsor soccer balls, clean water, help give food, health care and teaching. Jean Dudu has taught children himself. 

What they do is to make sure kids don’t get the HIV & AIDS disease. They give them a certain medication to help the disease go away. 

People like him train teachers to teach other kids. Most likely girls don’t get to go to school so instead they stay home and help around the 

house. Wouldn’t it be awful for you not to be able to go to school and learn? These are one of the questions the stu-

dents have asked him. What inspired you to become a World Vision helper? He responded with he loved children. 

That touched peoples hearts. People can’t afford food so some people have one meal a day. They must be hungry. 

These are things you would have given to children who really need it. Kids in each class from Millgrove School would 

give money and a person would take that money and buy four hens and chickens for $110. To heat their houses they 

could buy solar panels for $150. Last but not least you can get two cows for $400. If you sponsor this money you can 

change a child’s life. That’s all I have to say about World Vision. Why don’t you sponsor a child too? 

World Vision opened our Eyes to Mali, Africa!
