Although no single test can provide a comprehensive pic-

ture of a student’s achievement, when used in conjunction 

with more information gained from various classroom 

assessments, preliminary results can assist parents in more 

timely and better understanding of their child’s achieve-

ment.

English Part B (June 15th)  is a reading 

comprehension test.  Math Pt B (June 17th) is problem solving.

Children’s 

feelings about a test are very much influenced by what adults 

close to them say about those tests. Parents can be of most help 

to their children by encouraging them to relax and do their 

best, just as they would when writing any test.

Bus Passes 
A bus pass is required for all in-town students at a cost of $220.00 for ECS-Gr12, and a maximum rate of $440.00 per family.  The cross 

boundary transportation fee is $300.00 per student or $600.00 maximum family rate.  Remember, parents will only be 

charged a regular bus pass fee or a cross boundary transportation fee, not both. 

Bus passes will be on sale at the following locations: 

 Broxton Park School (Spruce Grove) 11:30 am—7:00 pm August 16-20 & August 23-27th 

 Stony Plain Central School (Stony Plain) 11:30 am—7:00 pm August 16-20 & August 23-27th 

Urban busing information will be given out at that time.  If the student is attending a cross-boundary school for the 

first time, a copy of the complete Cross Boundary Attendance/Transportation Form is to be brought along.
