PAT Results: Gr. 3 Provincial Achievement Test Results
We are very proud of our 2008-2009 grade 3 students who wrote the Provincial Achievement Tests in May and June 2009.

Results indicate that Millgrove School students have exceeded both the jurisdictional and provincial results at the Acceptable Standard
Level in English Language Arts and Mathematics as measured by the 2008-2009 Provincial Achievement Test (PAT) results.
